These can be downloaded and completed if forms are lost
or have gone astray. Families meeting the Friday, 13 November 2009 deadline will receive their 2010 book packs in the last
week of school this year. The Tewantin Newsagency will distribute these at the school for children to take home.

Texts and Email Use: This year we have trialed the use of email and texts to enhance communication. To ensure that the
text system works effectively, the school has used this service to remind children about the Book Fair in Term 4 and a P and C
meeting last semester. These transmissions provided us valuable information about how long it takes to contact parents, the
mobile signal strength in area and improvements that the manufacturer needs to consider to help us deal with an emergency
situation.

Primarily texts would be used for absences and emergency situations after the trial. At times a broadcast will be used for a
school event to ensure that the system is working efficiently. If you do not want to receive general broadcasts, please let the
school know and we will remove you from the list. Each year we will start with a full family list and then remove people when
they contact us.

School Uniforms and Conduct around the Community: I'd like to remind all students about the importance of wearing their
school uniform with pride. After discussions with local shop owners, | am aware that children from a range of areas and schools
may be tempted by peer group pressure to shoplift. | am very proud of the standards that our students demonstrate both in and
out of the school, but do encourage all families to keep reminding their children to avoid negative behaviours to be ‘cool’ or
impress their friends. Noosaville SS believes in the 4C’s (Care for Self, Others, School and Learning). Our students need to
avoid compromising situations or others who demonstrate negative behaviours.

Italian Day: Italian Day at Noosaville State School is a day of enjoying all things Italian from art,
sculpture, music, soccer, bocce, food tasting, Italian language games through to pizza making. The day
always begins with a colourful concert where students show case songs they have learnt throughout
the year.

Cyber Bullying:  The school would like to play an important role in addressing the use of the internet for inappropriate
purposes. In our modern age families need to monitor the material and networks accessed by children. It is vital that all parents
regularly talk to children about the dangers that can exist on the web and what should occur when these are discovered. | am
aware that chain emails have been received by children outside the school. Some of these predict horrific events if children do
not pass them on. While this is obviously nonsense, it is important that we talk to children about what to do if they receive such
an email. Obviously they need to talk and show their parents these emails.

Please be mindful that children in Year 4 to 7 do have an Education Queensland email address that can be used for school and
general purposes (children are taught about the protocols). For general communication with friends this email address can be
used. When used they must respect our school rules and the 4C’s but this in no way limits positive friendship exchanges.
Families are welcome to encourage their children to use this address as it is monitored, filtered and bands known troubled
users. Itis a better option than an unprotected hotmail service which the school has no ownership or control over.

Also there is a forum to examine BULLYING AND CYBER BULLYING and how parents can protect children. It will be a free
information session for Parents, Teachers and School Community and is being organised through the QCPCA Sunshine
Coast Regional Council in conjunction with Education QLD and QLD Police.

The Information Day will be held at Nambour SHS on the 7th November 2009 and runs from 8:30 to 2:30pm.
Sessions will include:

Bullying and cyber bullying: How should schools and the community respond?

The potential impacts of bullying: What can parents do?

Who'’s Chatting to your Kids? Cyber Safety and Cyber bullying.

Child Protection Week : Recently Murray, our school's Adopt -A-Cop came to school for the Junior Parade and Senior Parades
to talk to the students. He talked to the students about Protective Behaviours in an age appropriate way.

The emphasis of these talks was to:

Stress to children that everyone has the right to feel safe at all times.
Discuss with students how to recognise if they are feeling unsafe.
Distinguish the difference between danger and fear.

2010 School Day: Thankyou to those who have provided feedback. We have made aware that a shift to begin the school day
at 8:30am and conclude at 2:30pm will align our times with St Teresa’s times. This may be useful for children travelling with
sibling and also highlights that the current bus time tables would be able to service our school at these time. We do believe
removing two leaving times would maximise learning time. Learning time would remain the same length but not have some
children leaving early while others are trying to work.

Parents are asked to keep the feedback coming in to help us identify possible difficulties. Later in the term we will send home a
survey to gain an overall view if there appears to be support for the change.

2010 Class Placements: This is the last week that teachers and administrators have kept free for interviews about class
concerns for next year.
